Please arrive early if possible so that we get through the 
wardrobe check as quickly as possible.  Follow the guidelines 
for formal performances in the Chorister Guidelines.  Questions 
can be directed to the wardrobe committee chair, Cecilia Treece 
or the choir office/rehearsal desk. 
 
Due to lack of security on the night of dress rehearsal, we have 
been told by UTC to limit the entrance to the Fine Arts Center 
and Hayes Hall to performers, volunteers, and others directly 
involved with the concert or rehearsal.  You may drop your 
daughter off in the parking lot entrance directly behind Hayes 
Hall which is on the corner of Palmetto and Oak St. She will be 
greeted by a rehearsal chaperone (dressed in a CGC polo for 
quick ID).  Then the girls may proceed to wardrobe check. 
 
Parents will not be able to stay to view the dress rehearsal, but 
the girls will be supervised at all times.  Pick-up will be 
immediately after rehearsal at the same place as drop-off.  
Parents are asked to drop your daughter off with choir 
representatives and to sign out 4th-6th graders at the end of 
rehearsal.
